Dear Sir or Madam: 

 

I am writing to you regarding the referenced document to respectfully state the following: 

 

The Office of the Ombudsman is an autonomous constitutional body entrusted with the protection of 

the fundamental rights of individuals and the community, as well as with overseeing compliance with 

the duties of the State administration and the proper provision of public services, in accordance with 

Article 162 of the Political Constitution of Peru. Within this framework, it does not fall within the 

jurisdiction of this institution to refute or challenge statements or assertions made by third parties. In 

any event, should certain facts or expressions be deemed to affect rights, such matters must be 

assessed by the competent authorities through the appropriate legal actions or complaints. 

 

Furthermore, it is appropriate to reaffirm that, as a result of the visit conducted by personnel of this 

Ombudsman Office, as recorded in the minutes dated December 22, 2025, the visit provided an 

opportunity to acknowledge and commend the community members’ sound level of organization. A 

clearly defined organizational structure was observed, along with significant progress in their 

communal development, reflected in harmonious coexistence, with no evidence of conflicts with 

neighboring communities or the surrounding environment. This contributes to the strengthening of 

community well-being, the protection of both collective and individual rights, and the community’s 

commitment to its comprehensive development. 

 

Likewise, the contents of Letter No. 0001-2026-DP/OD-UCAY are hereby reaffirmed, whereby it was 

informed that, during the month of March of the current year, a mobile outreach fair is scheduled to 

be held in the community, with the participation of various State institutions, with the purpose of 

bringing public services closer to the population and promoting the effective exercise of their rights. 
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The Office of the Ombudsman reiterates its commitment to continue coordinating efforts with the 

competent authorities and the community itself, within the scope of its constitutional mandate, for the 

benefit of the population.

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Minutes of the Extraordinary General Assembly 
 
 

At the Native Community of Santa Clara de Uchunya, at 08:00 a.m. on December 22, 2025, with the 

attendance of our principal authorities and community members, upon first call, and having the 

membership registry book before us, as well as the presence of representatives of the Office of the 

Ombudsman, Ms. Katheryne Mery Ashly Chamoly Urtecho and Mr. David Tomas Bazan Bravo, we 

convened at the community hall to hold an Extraordinary General Assembly called by the Leader of 

the Community, Mr. Wilson Barbarán Soria, pursuant to Electronic Record No. 11155570, with the 

following agenda: 

 

1. To inform the representatives of the Office of the Ombudsman, Ms. Katheryne Mery Ashly Chamoly 

Urtecho and Mr. David Tomas Bazan Bravo, who, following an invitation extended through the proper 

channels in accordance with an assembly resolution, are present to hear the community’s position 

regarding the false allegations that, for many years, have been made by certain NGOs, thereby 

harming the reputation of the community and, consequently, the image of Peru; to review the 

corresponding reports; and to adopt a resolution to respectfully request the Office of the Ombudsman 

of Peru, represented by Mr. Josue Gutierrez Condor, to, on our behalf, categorically refute before the 

relevant third parties the false information and allegations made by such NGOs, which involve the 

company Ocho Sur as the alleged aggressor. 

 

Having complied with the provisions set forth in Articles 18, 19, 20, and 21, and other applicable 

provisions of our bylaws, the General Assembly was opened with remarks by the Leader of the 

Community, Mr. Wilson Barbarán Soria, who welcomed Ms. Katheryne Mery Ashly Chamoly Urtecho, 

the community’s legal counsel, and the other authorities present. The floor was then granted to the 

representative of the Office of the Ombudsman to deliver her opening remarks. 

 

Thereafter, the sole item on the agenda was addressed, with the Leader of the Community, Mr. Wilson 

Barbarán Soria, taking the floor to request the community’s legal counsel, Mr. Brian Smith Robles 

Sajami, to provide a detailed account of the facts giving rise to the present meeting. 

 

Thereafter, other community members present took the floor to express their views on the agenda 

item, and following extensive deliberation, the majority of those present adopted the following 

resolution:

1. To resolve to authorize the Leader of the Community and the Community Board to, by means of a 

formal letter, respectfully request the Office of the Ombudsman, represented by Mr. Josue Gutierrez 

Condor, to, on our behalf, categorically refute before the relevant third parties the false information  
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and allegations made by such NGOs, which portray the company Ocho Sur as the alleged aggressor. 

 

There being no further matters to address, and the agenda having been fully exhausted with the 

approval of the community members, the present Extraordinary General Assembly is hereby

SUMMARY: Request for your immediate intervention to issue a report refuting false 
allegations made by NGOs against our Community. 
 
Mr. JOSUÉ MANUEL GUTIÉRREZ CÓNDOR  
OMBUDSMAN 
 
We are the NATIVE COMMUNITY OF SANTA CLARA DE UCHUNYA, duly represented by our 

Leader, Mr. WILSON BARBARÁN SORIA, identified with National ID Card No. 00121488, residing in 

the Native Community of Santa Clara de Uchunya, within the district of Nueva Requena, province of 

Coronel Portillo, department of Ucayali, with email address cnscu.peru@gmail.com, and we 

respectfully appear before you to request the following: 

 

REQUEST FOR A SITE VISIT AND FOR THE ISSUANCE OF A REPORT TO FORMALLY AND 

CATEGORICALLY REBUT FALSE AND MISLEADING INFORMATION DISSEMINATED FOR 

YEARS BY CERTAIN NGOS, WHICH HAS HARMED THE REPUTATION OF OUR COMMUNITY 

AND IMPACTED THE INTERNATIONAL IMAGE OF PERU. 

 

Pursuant to the fundamental rights recognized under the Political Constitution of Peru, we respectfully 

submit this request to your Office for the issuance of an official report by the Office of the Ombudsman. 

Such report would serve to definitively address and counter long-standing false and misleading 

information disseminated internationally by certain NGOs concerning our Native Community. Each 

year, these organizations renew and circulate such false and misleading information in order to 

secure funding from international cooperation, thereby causing continued harm to the reputation of 

our Native Community and to the good name of Peru. 

 

As previously reported to your Office in prior communications, certain NGOs—such as the Legal 

Defense Institute (IDL) and Forest Peoples Programme (FPP)—along with organizations such as 

FECONAU, as well as affiliated media outlets including Ojo Público, Servindi, and others at the 

national and international level, have for many years falsely asserted and disseminated claims 

regarding an alleged conflict between our Native Community and the neighboring palm company 

Ocho Sur. Specifically, they have made unfounded allegations that this company has occupied our 

lands, that it threatens us, abuses our human rights, and seeks to divide our community. All such 

assertions are false, as we have publicly stated and have also reported before the Judiciary. 

 

These organizations have also filed false complaints at the international level before bodies such as 

the IACHR and the UN, without the knowledge or consent of our people, and using the name of our 

Community without authorization from our General Assembly of Community Members, as we have 

previously reported to the public, to your Office, to the Public Prosecutor’s Office, and to the Judiciary. 

Today, our Community, in coordination with its authorities, is implementing various productive,

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educational, health, and infrastructure projects aimed at becoming a self-sustaining model community 

in the near future. 

 

At this time, as part of our tourism initiative, we have already developed a new boardwalk at our 

beautiful lagoon and are in the process of installing a tourist canopy. However, in order to attract 

visitors, we respectfully request that your Office provide the report herein requested, as these 

falsehoods deter potential tourists and thereby adversely affect the future prospects of our children. 

 

Our Community is peaceful and open to visitors, as you have personally confirmed during your visit. 

We have even had the honor of being selected to host decentralized sessions of the Congress of the 

Republic. There are no conflicts or threats here; our Community stands united. The palm company 

Ocho Sur has not occupied our territory nor engaged in deforestation; rather, we maintain a 

cooperation agreement to advance our development projects and to conserve 1,200 hectares of our 

forests. We respectfully request your support in bringing an end to this situation, which has harmed 

our Native Community and the image of the country.

This 
marks the first time in history that an Ombudsman has visited a Native Community in the Peruvian 
Amazon. 

- Confirmation that our Community is a peaceful and harmonious place, where its members coexist 
in a calm and orderly manner. 

- We reject the use of our Community’s name by certain NGOs at the local, regional, national, and 
international levels to portray us as living under threat or insecurity. In fact, our Community lives in 
complete peace and harmony. 

- We request the issuance of a report before the IACHR to put an end to the dissemination of false 
and misleading claims that do not reflect the reality of our Community, and which have been spread 
at both the national and international levels.
